For the 2021-2022 school year, schools were identified using definitions and labels as required in the Every
Student Succeeds Act (ESSA). A Targeted Support and Improvement (TSI) school is one that has at least
one underperforming student subgroup. An Additional Targeted Support (ATS) school is one that has a
student subgroup performing at the same level as the lowest 5% of all schools in the state. A
Comprehensive Support and Improvement (CSI) school is one whose performance is in the lowest 5% of
all schools in the state or has a graduation rate at or below 67%. Some schools are not identified with any
of these labels. In these cases, no label is given.

Kenowa Hills Pathways High School originated in 2018-2019 School year as a separate entity. Previously
the school operated as a program as part of Kenowa Hills High School and all academic and school data
were tied to KHHS. Since that time, Kenowa Hills Pathways has operated as an Alternative Education
program.

1. PROCESS FOR ASSIGNING PUPILS TO THE SCHOOL- Students entering Pathways High School
must complete all district registration requirements. Then students must complete an application
and have a parent/guardian meeting with the principal.The school also participates in the Kent
Intermediate School District Schools of Choice Program, the State of Michigan Section 105c Schools
of Choice Program, and Section 6 student transfer process.

Conferences were held virtually which created challenges for both staff and families.
